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The Department of East Asian Languages and Literatures offers courses in the language, literature, film, linguistics, and culture of 
China, Japan, and Korea; the department offers majors in Chinese, Japanese, and Korean as well as minors in Japanese, Chinese, and 
Korean. They offer courses in the modern standard language of China, Japan, and Korea, and a wide variety of offerings ranging from 
introductory level to specialized, designed to illuminate various facets of these Asian civilizations. Students whose interests range 
broadly across the civilization of East Asia may want to consider the interdisciplinary studies option or take advantage of the Asian 
Studies Certificate Program.
